American Studies: History and Methods. (3-0). Credit 3. ixamination of the “American sym-
bology” (1920-1950) school through current trans- and post-national theorics of the “United States™
exploration and application of theoretical approaches to interdisciplinarity. Prerequisite: Freshman or
sophomore classification or approval of instructor.

Directed Studies. Credit 1 to 4. Dirccted studics in an identificd arca of American Studies. May be
repeated for credit. Prerequisite: Approval of instructor or program director.

American Expressions. (3-0). Credit 3. Exploration of American artistic and cultural productions
from different historical periods; visual and performing arts, fine and folk arts, architecture, and other
forms of cultural expression; and interrelationship between indigenous, imported, exported, and hybrid
arts and representations of “Amcrica.” Prerequisite: AMST 200, junior or senior classification, or ap-
proval of instructor.

Constructing Identities. (3-0). Credit 3. Examination of the cultural construction of identity; per-
sonal and collective, corporeal and virtual, national and global identities; and multicultural, psychoana-
lytic, sociological, transnational, ethical, and narrative theories of identity. Prerequisite: AMST 200,
junior or senuor classification, or approval of instructor.

Civic Engagement. (3-0). Credit 3. Examination of the history, thcories, and complexitics
of civic engagement in the Umited States; engagement in civic life beyond the classroom; volun-
teertism within the philosophies and responsibilities of national and global citizenship. Prerequisites:
AMST 200, junior or senior classification, or approval of instructor.

Cultures of Science, Technology, and the Environment. (3-0). Credit 3. lixamination of the his-
tory and theories of science, technology, and the environment in the United States; interrelated “Ameri-
can” philosophies of exceptionalism, pragmatism, democracy, progress, protest, and technological de-
terminismy; scientific theories, technological innovations, and environmentalism and their relationship
to gender, race, ethnicity, nationalism, and globalization. Prercquisites: AMST 200, junior or scnior
classification, or approval of instructor.

Materializing America. (3-0). Credit 3. Considers the meanings of material objects that people make
and usc as art and functional objects of everyday hife; examines the interactions between people and
objects and the ways objects shape and reflect “American” culture, both past and present. Prerequisites:
AMST 200 or approval of instructor; junior or senior classification.

Comparative Border Studies. (3-0). Credit 3. Exploration of hemispheric and transnational borders
as physical spaces, metaphorical constructions, and as imagined places where cultures of the Unit-
ed States and other nations intersect; related borders of gender, class, race, and nation. Prerequisites:
AMST 200, junior or senior classification, or approval of 1nstructor.
